1. Write a C function int length(char s[]) that returns the

length of the C character string s, which is zero-terminated.

int length(char s[])
{
    int i = 0;
    while (s[i])
        i++;

    return i;
}

2. Write a C function int negsum(int a[]) that returns the

sum of the negative integers in a.

Impossible—we don't know the length of a!
